AMPHETAMINES

CLASS B DRUG

SPEED, PHET, BILLY, WHIZZ, SULPH, BASE, PASTE, DEXIES

‘Speed’ is the street name for a range of amphetamines
such as amphetamine sulphate, dexedrine and
dexamphetamine. Like cocaine, amphetamines are
stimulants that people take to keep them awake and alert.
The effects of amphetamine start within half an hour

of ingesting it by mouth. If you inject it you’ll experience the

effects quicker and these effects can last for up to six hours.



) THE EFFECTS

— Speed makes people feel wide awake, excited and chatty.

— Clubbers take it because it gives them the energy to dance for hours without getting
tired.

— Amphetamines were once the main ingredient in diet pills because it stops people
feeling hungry.

} CHANCES OF GETTING HOOKED

Amphetamines are strongly addictive. The more times you take it, the more you’ll need to
get the same buzz.

} APPEARANCE AND USE

Speed is usually sold in wraps. The powder is off-white or pinkish and can sometimes look
like small crystals. The ‘base’ form of speed is purer and is a pinkish-grey colour and feels
like putty. Speed is either dabbed onto the gums or is snorted in lines like cocaine using
a rolled up bank note. Sometimes it's rolled up in cigarette paper and swallowed, called
a ‘speedbomb’. It can also be mixed in drinks.

) COST AND PURITY

Prices can vary from region to region. £8 — £12 per wrap (11 — 17 Euros).
Speed typically is not a pure drug, most of the powder only contains 5 - 15% ampheta-
mine. ‘Base’ speed is usually substantially purer.




D THE RISKS

— Depending on how much has actually been used, it can be difficult to relax or sleep after
taking speed.

— The come-down can make users feel irritable and depressed and can last for one or
two days.

— Taking a lot of speed will weaken your immune system.

— Speed can lead to anxiety, depression, irritability and aggression as well as psychosis
and paranoid feelings.

— Not advisable for people with high blood pressure or a heart condition.

— Speed users have died from overdoses.

— Avoid taking speed with anti-depressants or alcohol. This combination has been known
to be fatal.

— Injecting any drug can cause vein damage, ulcers and gangrene, particularly with dirty
and shared needles.

) KEEPING SAFE

As with many illicit drugs it is best to avoid misusing them. If this is not possible, try to
avoid injecting as people who inject drugs face bigger risks (overdose, HIV and other
blood-borne infections, severe vein damage).

If you inject, NEVER SHARE INJECTING EQUIPMENT (avoid the spread of HIV and other
blood-borne infections).
